	 Animal hospitals within Taito City handle vaccination and 

registration. You can also obtain the dog tags described 
in (3) there.

Follow proper etiquette
(1)	 Attach a lease to your dog when going for a walk
(2)	 Make sure to bring your dog’s waste back with you 
	 These are specified by a city ordinance, so please be sure 

to follow them. Have your dog excrete waste in locations 

that do not cause problems for others, collect the waste, 
wash away urine with water, be considerate of your 
surroundings, and follow etiquette rules while raising 
your pet.

Prenatal and Postnatal Support Helpers: Attaka Hand

This is a system that dispatches helpers to support expectant 
mothers and new parents who need help with their infants. 
It is designed to alleviate difficulties in performing household 
chores due to childbirth and childcare, and to give expectant 
mothers and new parents more joy and confidence in raising 
their children.

Eligibility
Residents of Taito City having difficulties with childcare and 

housework because no one in the household is available to 
help pregnant women due to give birth within a month or 
help new parents with childcare (infants not reaching one year 
old).

Service details
Helpers visit your home to help with housework and 

childrearing. For more details, please visit to the city’s website.

Period of use
Up to sixty hours in total for eligible pregnant women and 

infants, within the period from one month before the baby’s 
due date to one day before the child’s first birthday. However, 
the usage period can be extended to up to 180 hours if there 
is a child in the family under three years old at the time of 
birth.
